EUCAARI Data Exchange Protocol

The aims of the EUCAARI data exchange protocol are (a) to ensure rapid dissemination of data and results within the project consortium, (b) to protect the data ownership of the contributing scientists and (c) to ensure that project data are preserved and made available after the end of the project. This data protocol concerns the measurement data of the project and regulates how these should be managed by and archived at the NILU data centre. All data that are either fully or partly funded by the project are covered by this protocol. This protocol will not change the rights and requirements determined by EUCAARI contract or consortium agreement.

Undersigned of the data exchange protocol agrees to the following principal rules:

1. Preliminary data must be made available to other project participants as soon as possible. This must be done by submitting the data to the central project archive at NILU. Data may be stored in any format, but must be fully documented and self descriptive.

2. Any corrections to preliminary data should be made as soon as possible.

3. Final data must be submitted to the NILU archive no later than 10 months after the measurement was taken. For ground based in-situ measurements, data should preferably be formatted in the NASA-Ames 1001 format. Annual time series should be submitted before October 1st the same year. For other types of data, the NASA-Ames 1001 format is recommended, but not required.

4. Data ownership remains with the data originator, also after the project finishes.

5. All scientists of EUCAARI are to have equal and complete access to the measurements produced by the project.

6. If data from another group of EUCAARI are used in a publication, joint authorship must be offered and intellectual input must be discussed with the data owner. This implies that the lead author should inform the data owner about planned publications early in their preparation, but at least one month before submission.” To-be-modified as here.

7. Each data owner has the right to refuse to allow his/her work to be used in another publication prior to his/her own publication of the work. The data owner must then publish the work within reasonable time (18 months).

8. Data access is limited to undersigned of the data exchange protocol. During the project duration, access is further limited to research groups being part of the EUCAARI consortium or to groups/individuals approved by the project steering group. After the project is complete, data access is granted to every individual signing the data exchange protocol.

9. Users of other groups’ data must not redistribute these data to third parties

10. Any extensions or disagreements shall be considered by the Steering Committee
